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Introduction 
 
This document has been produced as part of consulta tion on the Site Allocations 
Development Plan Document. Nearly 400 potential dev elopment sites have been 
submitted to us for consideration for housing and/o r employment uses. This 
consultation will help us determine which sites to take forward as allocations.  
 
It is worth emphasising that the sites contained in  this document are those that have 
been submitted to us for consideration by developer s or landowners. They are not 
the Council’s preferred sites or sites that the Cou ncil has chosen. This document 
contains an “initial Council comment” on the way ea ch site relates to the emerging 
Core Strategy. However, the Council does not have a  formal view on any of the sites 
yet.  
 
Separate documents have been produced for each pari sh where sites have been put 
forward.  
 
 
Process and Timetable 
 
This is the first round of consultation on these si tes. The results of this consultation 
will be analysed and will inform the Council’s deci sion-making. The sites will also be 
appraised in terms of their sustainability and suit ability for development, and this 
work will continue in tandem with the consultation.  The next stage will be for the 
Council to use the consultation results and apprais al work to determine which sites 
should be taken forward as allocations.  
 
Following this, there will be consultation on the C ouncil’s preferred sites. This is 
expected to take place towards the end of this year  or early next year. There will then 
be a Public Examination conducted by an independent  Inspector. The final document 
is expected to be adopted by the end of 2010.  
 
 
What sites is the Council looking for? 
 
The Council’s emerging Core Strategy was published last November. This document 
set out the broad strategy for development across M id Beds. The Site Allocations 
document needs to apply the principles of the Core Strategy to each site. The sites 
chosen must therefore be consistent with the approa ch of the Core Strategy. 
 
In terms of housing, the Council must provide a tot al of nearly 17,000 homes up to 
2026, of which nearly 12,500 have already been “com mitted” i.e. allocated in 
previous plans or with planning permission. This le aves around 4,500 that still need 
to be planned for. In terms of jobs, 14,000 new job s need to be created by 2021, of 
which 9,000 remain to be planned for.  
 
The development strategy proposed in the emerging C ore Strategy was to focus 
development on the larger settlements in the distri ct with good access to local 
facilities. These settlements, defined as “Major Se rvice Centres” need to 
accommodate around 1,850 new homes up to 2026, over  and above existing sites 
with planning permission.   
 
Some development was also to be directed to the sec ond tier of settlements, known 
as “Minor Service Centres”. These five Minor Servic e Centres need to accommodate 
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around 950 new homes up to 2026, over and above exi sting sites with planning 
permission. Arlesey is also identified as a Minor S ervice Centre, but one where 
significant growth is to be directed. At least 1,00 0 new homes are expected here. The 
tables below show the broad range of new homes expe cted in each of these 
settlements.

The smaller settlements in the district have been i dentified as Large and Small 
Villages. There are 39 Large and Small Villages and  together these villages need to 
make provision for a total of 400 new homes  up to 2026, over and above existing 
sites with planning permission. The Core Strategy i ndicates that allocations will 
mainly be made in Large Villages and only exception ally in Small Villages. 
 
The strategy for accommodating additional jobs is s imilar to that for new homes i.e. 
focusing on the larger settlements. Several key are as have been identified for job 
creation purposes: the Ivel Valley corridor, the No rthern Marston Vale, Ampthill and 
Flitwick, and the remaining Minor Service Centres. New small-scale rural 
employment sites may also be considered. 
 
The Council recognises that the Site Allocations pr ocess has the potential to address 
local issues through the provision of additional fa cilities or infrastructure as part of 
development. The Council will seek to direct alloca tions to areas where they can 
have a positive impact. 
 
The Consultation 
 
Members of the public have an opportunity to commen t on all of the sites that have 
been submitted. A series of exhibitions is planned across Mid Beds during February 
and March. There is also a dedicated website contai ning details of all the submitted 
sites. Comments can be made via the website or at t he exhibitions. Paper copies of 
the comments forms can also be requested.  
 
The closing date for comments is the 4 th April 2008.
